Giants in height, magnificently horsed, and wearing the last vestige of 
armour left to the British Army other than. shrapnel helmets, their scarlet and white uniforms give a touch of colour to 
the drab old barracks in which they live. The Life Guards shared in some of the vietories of George II, Wellington and 
Wolseley, and did splendid service during the long and trying South African War of 1899- 1902 and the recent World War.
